Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

 

Present at the Eucharist as the people of God, 

we share an awesome task. We the baptized are the 

ones God has chosen to be a royal priesthood. At 

Eucharist, the task of the whole people is priestly. We 

give thanks to God and offer the perfect sacrifice, the 

Body and Blood of Christ, together with ourselves. It 

is not the priest alone who makes this offering—it is 

all of us. Consequently, attention to our duty is 

critical for a meaningful celebration of the Eucharist. 

The church asks us to act with reverence –for the 

Eucharist, for our role in it and for the community. 
 

Reverence takes different forms. We enter the 

church before Mass begins and we sign ourselves 

with holy water. We genuflect to the tabernacle. We 

sing the hymns. We make the responses. We listen to 

God’s word. We receive the Eucharist with faith, 

having fasting one hour as a sign of our love for 

Jesus in the Eucharist. We shake hands or we bow 

our heads as a sign of peace before receiving Holy 

Communion. Once the final hymn is over, we spend a 

few moments in thanksgiving to God. Later in the 

foyer or in the hall we greet one another with the kiss 

of peace. We return to our homes with God’s peace 

and love in our hearts.
